He	contained	a	deep	and	important	teaching	for	every	man
or	woman	who	would	wish	to	classify	among	followers,	of	Jesus	Christ.	Now	our	Lord	would	have	all	the	men	looking	forward	to	seriously	and	calmly	to	the	right	death	event	and.	In	view	of	this	event,	they	would	have	careful	and	attentive	preparation	for	the	life	that	would	come	after	death.	To	press	this	most	important	homework,	the	Master,	as	its
custom	was	in	this	late	period	of	your	ministry,	conveyed	your	instruction	in	the	form	of	a	parábum.	The	outline	of	a	butler	about	to	be	fired	from	his	office,	and	that	he	would	be	stripped	of	his	income,	he	was	an	adequate	emblem	of	a	man	about	to	be	removed	from	this	world	by	death.	The	butler	in	the	story	Sabble	felt	that	when	fired,	he	would	be
like	he	was	alone,	stripped	of	all	and	removal.	The	soul	of	such	a	man,	when	he	killed,	also	would	be	stripped	of	everything,	would	be	alone	and	remituded.	The	question	here	can	be	asked	-	Why	take	for	the	main	figure	of	the	parábula	so	immoral	a	character	like	an	unfair	butler?	The	answer	is	well	suggested	by	Professor	Bruce,	"for	the	simple	reason
that	his	bad	behavior	is	the	natural	explanation	of	the	impending	resignation.	Why	should	a	faithful	steward	be	removed	from	the	office?	To	conceive	such	case	to	sacrifice	the	likelihood	of	a	moral	writing.
