Lebensraum	was	one	of	the	leading	motivations	Nazi	Germany	had	in	initiating	World	War	II	and	it	would	continue	this	policy	until	the	end	of	World	War	II.[4]	Following	Adolf	Hitler's	rise	to	power,	Lebensraum	became	an	ideological	principle	of	Nazism	and	provided	justification	for	the	German	territorial	expansion	into	Central
and	Eastern	Europe.[5]	The	Nazi	Generalplan	Ost	policy	('Master	Plan	for	the	East')	was	based	on	its	tenets.	It	stipulated	that	Germany	required	a	Lebensraum	necessary	for	its	survival	and	that	most	of	the	indigenous	populations	of	Central	and	Eastern	Europe	would	have	to	be	removed	permanently	(either	through	mass	deportation	to	Siberia,
extermination,	or	enslavement)	including	Polish,	Ukrainian,	Russian,	Czech	and	other	Slavic	nations	considered	non-Aryan.	The	Nazi	government	aimed	at	repopulating	these	lands	with	Germanic	colonists	in	the	name	of	Lebensraum	during	and	following	World	War	II.[6][7][8][9]	Entire	indigenous	populations	were	decimated	by	starvation,	allowing
for	their	own	agricultural	surplus	to	feed	Germany.[6]	Hitler's	strategic	program	for	world	domination	was	based	on	the	belief	in	the	power	of	Lebensraum,	especially	when	pursued	by	a	racially	superior	society.[7]	People	deemed	to	be	part	of	non-Aryan	races,	within	the	territory	of	Lebensraum	expansion,	were	subjected	to	expulsion	or	destruction.
[7]	The	eugenics	of	Lebensraum	assumed	it	to	be	the	right	of	the	German	Aryan	master	race	(Herrenvolk)	to	remove	the	indigenous	people	in	the	name	of	their	own	living	space.	They	took	inspiration	for	this	concept	from	outside	Germany.[7]	Nazi	officials	and	Hitler	in	particular	took	a	particular	interest	in	Manifest	Destiny,	and	attempted	to
replicate	it	in	occupied	Europe.[9]	Nazi	Germany	also	supported	other	Axis	Powers'	expansionist	ideologies	such	as	Fascist	Italy's	spazio	vitale	and	Imperial	Hakkō	ichiu[10]	Origins	German	geographer	and	ethnographer	Friedrich	Ratzel	(1844–1904)	coined	the	word	Lebensraum	(1901)	as	a	term	of	human	geography,	which	the	Nazis	adopted	as	a

[11]	In	1897,	geographer	and	ethnographer	Friedrich	Ratzel	in	his	book	Politische	Geographie	applied	the	word	Lebensraum	("living	space")[2]	to	describe	physical	geography	as	a	factor	influencing	human	activities	in	the	development	of	a	society.	[12]	In	1901,	Ratzel	extended	his	thesis	in	his	essay	titled	Lebensraum.[13]	During	the	First
World	War,	the	Allied	naval	blockade	of	the	Central	Powers	caused	shortage	of	food	in	Germany	and	the	resources	of	the	German	colonies	in	Africa	were	unable	to	pass	through	the	blockade;	this	caused	support	to	rise	during	the	war	by	a	Lebensraum	that	would	expand	Germany	to	the	east	to	Russia	to	gain	control	of	its	resources.	[14]	In	the	period
between	the	First	and	Second	World	Wars,	German	nationalists	adopted	the	term	Lebensraum	in	their	political	demands	for	the	re-establishment	of	the	German	colonial	empire,	which	had	been	dismembered	by	the	Allies	in	Versailles.[15][16]	Ratzel	said	that	the	development	of	a	people	in	a	society	was	mainly	influenced	by	its	geographical	situation
(habitat)	and	that	a	society	that	successfully	adapted	to	a	geographic	territory	would	naturally	expand	the	nation	logically.However,	in	order	to	resolve	German	overpopulation,	Ratzel	said	that	Imperial	Germany	(1871-1918)	required	colonies	abroad	for	which	German	surpluses	should	emigrate. of	Friedrich	Ratzel	of	society	as	an	organism	-	which	grows	and	shrinks	in	logical	relation	to	his	Lebensraum	(habitat)	-	was	especially	influential	on	the	Swedish	political	scientist	and	conservative	politician	Johan	Rudolf	Kjellén	(1864–1922)	who	interpreted	this	biological	metaphor	as	a	geopolitical	natural	genro. Schweden	(1917;	Sweden),	Kjellén	coined	the	terms	geopolitik	(the	conditions	and	problems	of	a	state	that	arise	from	its	geographic	territory),	œcopolitik	(the	economic	factors	affecting	the	power	of	the	state),	and	demopolitik	(the	social	problems	that	arise	from	the	racial	composition	of	the	state)	to	explain	the	political	details	to	be	considered	for
the	successful	administration	and	government	of	a	state.	In	addition,	he	had	a	major	intellectual	influence	on	Imperial	Germany	politics,	especially	with	Staten	sound	livsform	(1916;	The	State	as	a	Life-form)	a	previous	political	science	book	read	by	the	society	of	Imperial	Germany,	for	whom	the	concept	of	geopolitik	acquired	a	different	ideological
definition	of	the	original	definition	of	human	geography.	[19]	Kjellén's	geopolitical	interpretation	of	the	Lebensraum	concept	was	adopted,	expanded	and	adapted	to	Germany's	policy	by	imperialism's	publicists,	such	as	the	militarist	general	Friedrich	von	Bernhardi	(1849–1930)	and	the	proponent	political	geopolitical	geographer	Karl	Haushofer
(1869–1946). [89]	Hitler
was	worried	about	foreign	legions	on	the	Eastern	Front;	he	noted	that	"it	should	not	be	forgotten	that	unless	he	is	convinced	of	his	racial	association	with	the	German	Reich,	the	foreign	legionnaire	is	obliged	to	feel	that	he	is	betraying	his	country.
